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4. Installation 

 Safety Instructions for Installation 

 

WARNING 

Incorrect installation can cause serious injuries and damage of property. 

If trussing systems are used, installation must be carried out only by instructed or skilled persons. 

Follow all applicable European, national and local safety regulations concerning rigging and trussing. 

 Personal Protective Equipment 

During installation and rigging wear personal protective equipment in compliance with the national and 

site-specific regulations. 

 Installation Site Requirements 

● The device can be used only indoors. 

● The device can be mounted to a truss or other rigging structure in any orientation. 

● The minimum distance to other objects must be bigger than 0,8 m. 

● The minimum distance between the light output and the illuminated surface must be bigger than 

0,8 m. 

● The maximum ambient temperature ta = 40 °C must never be exceeded. 

● The relative humidity must not exceed 50 % with an ambient temperature of 40 °C. 

 Rigging 

The device can be mounted to a truss or other rigging structure in any orientation. Make sure that all 

loads are within the pre-determined limits of the supporting structure. 

 

CAUTION 

Restrict the access under the work area during rigging and/or derigging. 
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To mount the device, follow the steps below: 

01) Use a clamp to attach the device to the supporting structure, as shown in Fig. 07. Make sure that the 

device cannot move freely. 

02) Secure the device with a secondary suspension, for example a safety cable. Make sure that the 

secondary suspension can hold 10 times the weight of the device. If possible, the secondary 

suspension should be attached to a supporting structure independent of the primary suspension. Put 

the safety cable around the mounting bracket (01), as shown in Fig. 07.

 Angle Adjustment 

You can adjust the angle of the device with the 2 adjustment screws (03). 

01) Turn the adjustment screws (03) counterclockwise to release them. 

02) Tilt the device at the desired angle (see Fig. 08). 

03) Turn the adjustment screws (03) clockwise to tighten them. Make sure that the device cannot move 

freely after the adjustment screws (03) are tightened.

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 Diffuser Installation 

To install the diffuser: 

Position the diffuser above the lens (02), so that the 4 magnets fit into the 4 openings of the lens 

screws (04). The diffuser will snap in its place and will remain attached to the device.

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 Connecting to Power Supply 

 

DANGER 

Electric shock caused by short-circuit 

The device accepts AC mains power at 100–240 V and 50/60 Hz. Do not supply power at any other 

voltage or frequency to the device. 

This device falls under IEC protection class I. Make sure that the device is always electrically connected 

to the ground (earth). 

Before connecting the device to the socket-outlet: 

● Make sure that the power supply matches the input voltage specified on the information label on 

the device. 

● Make sure that the socket-outlet has ground (earth) connection. 

Connect the device to the socket-outlet with the power plug. Do not connect the device to a dimmer 

circuit, as this may damage the device. 

 Power Linking of Multiple Devices 

This device supports power linking. Power can be relayed to another device via the power OUT 

connector. Note that the input and the output connectors have different designs: one type cannot be 

connected to the other. 

Power linking of multiple devices must be carried out only by instructed or skilled persons. 

 

WARNING 

Incorrect power linking may lead to overload of the electrical circuit and result in serious 

injuries and damage of property. 

To prevent overload of the electrical circuit, when power linking multiple devices: 

● Use cables with sufficient current-carrying capacity. The power cable supplied with the device is not 

suitable for power linking of multiple devices. 

● Make sure that the total current draw of the device and all connected devices does not exceed the 

rated capacity of the power cables and the circuit breaker. 

● Do not link more devices on one power link than the maximum recommended number.

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5. Setup 

 Warnings and Precautions 

 

Attention 

Connect all data cables before supplying power. 

Disconnect power supply before connecting or disconnecting data cables. 

 Stand-alone Setup 

When the Luna Par 120 Q4 is not connected to a controller or to other devices, it functions as a stand-

alone device. It can be operated manually, in auto mode or in sound-controlled mode.  

For more information about the control modes, refer to 6.2. Control Modes on page 19. 

 DMX Connection 

 DMX-512 Protocol 

You need a DMX serial data link to run light shows of one or more devices using a DMX-512 controller or 

to run synchronized shows of two or more devices set in a master/slave operating mode. 

The Luna par 120 Q4 has 3-pin DMX signal IN and OUT connectors. 

The pin assignment is as follows: pin 1 (ground), pin 2 (-), pin 3 (+). 

Devices on a serial data link must be daisy-chained in a single line. The number of devices that you can 

control on one data link is limited by the combined number of the DMX channels of the connected 

devices and the 512 channels available in one DMX universe. 

To comply with the TIA-485 standard, no more than 32 devices should be connected on one data link. 

In order to connect more than 32 devices on one data link, you must use a DMX optically isolated 

splitter/booster, otherwise this may result in deterioration of the DMX signal. 

Note: 

● Maximum recommended DMX data link distance: 300 m 

● Maximum recommended number of devices on a DMX data link: 32 devices 
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 DMX Cables 

Shielded twisted-pair cables with 3-pin XLR connectors must be used for reliable DMX connection. You 

can purchase DMX cables directly from your Highlite International dealer or make your own cables. 

If you use XLR audio cables for DMX data transmission, this may lead to signal degradation and unreliable 

operation of the DMX network. 

When you make your own DMX cables, make sure that you connect the pins and wires correctly as 

shown in Fig. 11.

 Master/Slave Setup 

The Luna Par 120 Q4 supports master/slave control mode. To connect multiple devices in a master/slave 

setup, follow the steps below: 

 Connect the first device’s DMX OUT connector to the second device’s DMX IN connector.  

 Repeat step 1 to connect all devices as shown in Fig. 12. The first connected device will be 

automatically recognized as the master device. 

 Connect a DMX terminator (120 Ω resistor) to the DMX OUT connector of the last device in the setup.  

04) Set the remaining devices to slave mode. See 6.6.5. Slave Mode on page 25 for more information.

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 DMX Linking 

To connect multiple devices on one DMX data link, follow the steps below: 

 Use a 3-pin DMX cable to connect the DMX OUT connector of the lighting controller to the DMX IN 

connector of the first device. 

02) Connect the first device’s DMX OUT connector to the second device’s DMX IN connector with a 

3-pin DMX cable. 

03) Repeat step 2 to connect all devices in a daisy-chain as shown in Fig. 13. 

04) Connect a DMX terminator (120 Ω resistor) to the DMX OUT connector of the last device on the data 

link.

 DMX Addressing 

In a setup with multiple devices, make sure that you set the DMX starting address of each device 

correctly. The Luna Par 120 Q4 has 3 personalities: 4 channels, 6 channels and 11 channels. 

If you want to connect multiple devices on one data link and use them in 11-channel mode, for 

example, follow the steps below: 

 Set the starting address of the 1st device on the data link to 1 (001). 

02) Set the starting address of the 2nd device on the data link to 12 (012), as 1 + 11 = 12. 

03) Set the starting address of the 3rd device on the data link to 23 (023) as 12 + 11 = 23. 

04) Continue assigning the starting addresses of the remaining devices by adding each time 11 to the 

previous number. 

Make sure that you do not have any overlapping channels in order to control each Luna Par 120 Q4 

correctly. If two or more devices are addressed similarly, they will work similarly.

The Luna Par 120 Q4 can be operated with a DMX controller, and as a stand-alone device or in a 

master/slave setup without a DMX controller. 

The Luna Par 120 Q4 supports the following control modes: 

● Stand-alone:  Auto operation mode (built-in chases, color presets), manual operation 

mode, sound-controlled operation mode (auto program) 

● Master/Slave:  Auto operation mode (built-in chases, color presets), manual operation 

mode, sound-controlled operation mode (auto program) 

● DMX-512:    4 channels, 6 channels and 11 channels 

For more information about how to connect the devices, refer to 5. Setup on pages 16–18. 

To operate the device manually as a stand-alone device or in a master/slave setup: 

01) Select Manual Mode in the main menu. 

02) Adjust the values for the colors in the respective submenus. See 6.6.2. Manual Mode on page 24 for 

more information. 

To run one of the built-in programs in auto operation mode: 

01) Activate the auto operation mode in the Auto Mode menu. 

02) Select one of the 33 color presets or 15 built-in chases. See 6.6.4. Program Settings on page 25 for 

more information. 

For more information about sound-controlled operation mode see 6.6.6. Sound Settings on page 25. 

To operate the device with a DMX controller: 

01) Set the DMX starting address of the device in the DMX Mode menu. See 6.6.1. DMX Mode on 

page 24 for more information. 

02) Select the DMX channel mode in the DMX Mode menu. See 6.6.1. DMX Mode on page 24 for more 

information. See 6.7. DMX Channels on pages 28–29 for complete overview of all DMX channels.

● Use the MODE button to exit the current submenu, to return to the Main Menu and to return to the 

start screen. 

● Use the UP/DOWN buttons to navigate through the menus or to increase/decrease numeric values. 

● Use the SETUP button to open the desired menu, to confirm your choice or to set the currently 

selected value. 
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 Start-up 

Upon start-up the display will show a splash screen with the firmware version and the temperature of the 

LEDs: 

 

Immediately afterwards the display will show the start screen. The start screen provides information about 

the control mode of the device, the firmware version and the temperature of the LEDs, for example: 

   

Manual operation 11-channel DMX mode with 

starting address 001 

Auto operation mode 

Description of the icons on the start screen: 

 

The DMX icon indicates that DMX signal is present. If the DMX signal is lost, this icon will not 

appear on the screen. 

 

The padlock icon indicates that the display lock is enabled. If the display lock is disabled, 

this icon will not appear on the screen. 

Note: 

● If no button is pressed, after 50 seconds of inactivity the display will turn off. Press any button to turn 

the display on. 

● By default the display is locked. To access the main menu, you need to enter the password. Press 

and hold down the MODE and SETUP buttons for 3 seconds. A timer counting from 0 to 3 will appear 

next to the padlock icon on the screen. See 6.6.7.2. Lock on page 27 for more information. 
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 Menu Overview 
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 Main Menu Options 

The main menu has the following options: 

 

 Press the UP/DOWN buttons to navigate through the main menu. 

02) Press the SETUP button to open the submenus. 

 DMX Mode 

In this menu you can configure the DMX settings of the device. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select one of the following 2 options: 

 

● Address:  Set the DMX starting address of the device. The selection range is between 

1 and 512 

● Channels:  Set the DMX channel mode. There are 3 options available: 4 channels, 6 

channels and 11 channels 

02) Press the SETUP button to confirm your choice. 

 Manual Mode 

In this menu you can manually adjust the color intensity of the LEDs. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select one of the following options:  

● Red 

● Green 

● Blue 

● White 

 Press the SETUP button to open the submenu where you can adjust the values. 

 

 Press the UP/DOWN buttons to adjust the values. The adjustment range is 000–255. 

 Press the SETUP button to set the value. 
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 Auto Mode 

In this menu you can activate the auto operation mode. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to toggle between Yes and No. 

02) Press the SETUP button to confirm your choice. 

 Program Settings 

In this menu you can select one of the 33 color presets or run one of the 15 built-in chases. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select one of the following 3 options: 

● Mode:  Select Mode 01 for the color presets or Mode 02–16 for the built-in chases 

  

● Color/Speed: If you have selected Mode 01, in the Color submenu you can select one of 

the 33 color presets. The selection range is 01–33 

If you have selected Mode 02–16, in the Speed submenu you can set the 

speed of the built-in chase. The adjustment range is 001–100  

● Strobe:  Add strobe effect. The adjustment range is 00–99, from low to high 

frequency 

02) Press the SETUP button to confirm the selection. 

 Slave Mode 

In this menu you can set the device as a slave device in master/slave mode. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to toggle between Yes and No. 

02) Press the SETUP button to confirm the selection. 

 Sound Settings 

In this menu you can activate the sound-controlled operation mode and adjust the sound sensitivity of 

the device. When you select this option, the device runs an auto program reacting to the beat of the 

music.  

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to adjust the sensitivity of the built-in microphone. The adjustment range 

is 01–31, from low to high sensitivity. 

02) Press the SETUP button to confirm the setting. 
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 Settings 

In this menu you can adjust different parameters of the device. 

01) Press the UP/DOWN buttons to select one of the following options: 

● Curves Select:  There are 4 options available: Linear, Square Law, Inverse Square Law and 

S-Type 

 

● Dimmer Speed: There are 2 options available: Fast and Smooth 

● PWM Frequency: There are 4 options available: 12K (12000 Hz), 6K (6000 Hz), 4K (4000 Hz), and

 Basic Cleaning Instructions 

The external lens of the device must be cleaned periodically in order to optimize the light output. The 

cleaning schedule depends on the conditions at the site where the device is installed. When smoke or 

fog machines are used at the site, the device will need more frequent cleaning. On the other hand, if the 

device is installed in well-ventilated area, it will need less frequent cleaning. To establish a cleaning 

schedule, examine the device at regular intervals during the first 100 hours of operation. 

To clean the device, follow the steps below: 

 Disconnect the device from the electrical power supply. 

 Allow the device to cool down for at least 15 minutes. 

03) Remove the dust collected on the external surface with dry compressed air and a soft brush. 

04) Clean the lens with a damp cloth. Use a mild detergent solution. 

05) Dry the lens carefully with a lint-free cloth. 

06) Clean the DMX and other connections with a damp cloth.
